Things To Bring to Camp 

• Bible 

• Bedding and Towels 

• Swimming Towel 

• Personal hygiene items:  toothbrush, 
toothpaste, soap,  deodorant, shampoo, 
comb/brush, etc. 

• Each child needs to bring a pair of tennis 
shoes.  (A second pair of “old shoes”: is 
not a bad idea for water games!) 

• Bathing suit or Swimming Trunks -  Girls 
need a modest one piece or T-shirt  cover-
ing. 

• Change of clothes for 3 days plus extra, 
just in case (shorts, t-shirts, socks,          
underwear, shoes).  Shorts can be worn to 
worship, so long pants are not needed, 
unless you just want to wear them.  Hats 
and caps are OK, just not during worship.  
No short shorts, tube tops, or spaghetti 
strap tops. 

• Old change of clothes and shoes for  water 
games and recreation. 

• Plastic trash bag for wet and dirty clothes. 

• 2  release forms.  One for HBA and 
one for Longview Ranch. (The HBA 
form must be signed and notarized) 

• Copies of  insurance cards (front 
and back). 

• Any items required by the 3 options you 
selected.  

 

Things NOT  to bring to camp 

• Electronic devices (Cell phones, iPods, 
handheld video games, etc.) 

• No flip flops or opened toed shoes are al-
lowed.  This is because of all the hills and 
gravel and walking we do.
